
Inform  Information about GPS  
In the last few years many new GPS models have become available, many of them with new functions. Our 
experience shows that most of these new functions are nice but not useful for Rallye driving. In order to 
avoid buying an unsuitable Rallye GPS, we define the following specifications which a GPS on the Tuareg 
Rallye must satisfy 
 

- Active track log function with at least 1000 points (5000-10000 recommended) 
- Memory for 10 routes with minimum 30 points per route. 
- The GPS must show you your GPS position 
- Garmin 4 pole connection or USB Connection (If not, you must provide the GPS to USB cable) 
- GPS suitable for use with TTQV or Mapsource software. 

 
Because of this specification, we recommend the following GPS 
Garmin 60, Garmin 60 Cx, Garmin 60 CSx 
 
Also useful are 
Garmin 12, Garmin 12 XL, Garmin 2, Garmin 3+,  Garmin 5, Garmin 172

GPS Tracklog  
As described in the regulations, you must activate & use the track logging mode option on your GPS. The 
track memory must have the capacity to store 10 hours a day (settings of the tracklog function to “Auto” or 
“7 sec per point” in WRAP mode) The driver is responsible for the correct GPS adjustment. Your track log 
may be used in the case of time allowance for first aid and to control speed limits. No track logging will 
cause the highest time penalty for speeding. 
 

Transfer GPS Data  
A few weeks before the Rallye we will send you the GPS points of the Tuareg Rallye in the format gpx 
(Garmin), kmx (Google earth) and q4 (TTQV4). With the software you have bought with your GPS you can 
download the data to your GPS at home. During verification in the port of Almeria the data will also be 
available.  
 
Common mistakes while using a GPS  

- Buying a new GPS with many features and not reading the manual before the Rallye. 
- Using route navigations.  

You will drive incorrectly because routes include points for Profis and Amateurs.  
You will drive incorrectly because some GPS switch to the nearest, not the next point.  

               (Point to Point navigation is recommended) 
 

GPS Tracker  
You are free to use a GPS Tracker on the Tuareg Rallye. If you use a GPS tracker we recommend  you use a “Spot”  System  =

The access data of this system, you have to send us 4 weeks before the Rallye by email. 
 
The GPS tracker is optional. Please be aware that the reliability of a GPS tracker depends on the correct handling. The tracker will give you no indication 
as to whether your information has actually reached the addressed person. In order to obtain fast and effective help on the Tuareg Rallye, please use the 
required mobile phone in conjunction with the required GPS. This system enables us to make a detailed bidirectional communication. You are free to 
take an additional satellite phone with you.
